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PBS to feature Civilian Public Service on 'History Detectives.’
An episode of the television series “History Detectives” featuring the
Church of the Brethren and Civilian Public Service (CPS) will air on
PBS stations on Monday, July 10, at 9 p.m. eastern (check local list-
ings).
The show was filmed with the help of research done by Church of the
Brethren archivist Ken Shaffer, who was contacted in Nov. 2005 by
the production company's staff as they were tracking down the history
of a Brethren Service Committee certificate. The Brethren Hisdoric
Library and Archives and Shaffer provided background information,
photos, and film. The archives is a ministry of the Church of the Breth-
ren General Board.
The giving of Brethren Service Committee certificates and stamps was
among several methods used by Brethren to raise funds to support CPS
camps and the conscientious objectors who worked in the program dur-
ing World War 1. The certificates and stamp cards indicated the
amount of the donation and stated that the donation was to be used for
CPS.
As World War Il neared, the Church of the Brethren along with the
other historic peace churches worked with the US government to estab-
lish Civilian Public Service as an alternative service program for con-
scientious objectors to war. While CPS was under the authority of the
government, it was organized, administered, and funded by the
churches.
The Church of the Brethren was responsible for 33 CPS camps and
special projects. Responsibility included funding, and the Brethren do-
nated over $1,300,000 plus large amounts of food and clothing to sup-
port CPS. The Brethren Service Center in New Windsor, Md., hosted
the cast and film crew of “History Detectives” on Feb. 24-25 when
they interviewed Harry Graybill, a CPS worker who served four years
in the program. “History Detectives” staff also did filming and inter-
views at Elizabethtown (Pa.) College and other locations.

Discipline was a hallmark of the early faith community. It
appeared to be a natural part of commitment, because of the
persecution faced by Jesus’ followers. Dedication and
commitment seem to be lacking from our lives and faith
vocabulary today. The church needs to be encouraged and
challenged to a stronger commitment. This will be significant
for the denomination as we begin the “conversation about
being the church,” during the next year.
The scriptures, especially Paul’s letters, remind us often of the
merit and blessings of spiritual discipline. Certainly, the
example of Jesus is the model for us to imitate. The early faith
community was persecuted and that appeared to produce
discipline. The Church needs to be challenged to value
spiritual discipline. Discipline could strengthen our
commitment and dedication to the Lord and the faith
community. We need to be reminded over and over again of
the value and blessings of spiritual discipline and sharing
Christ’s love with others.
Traveling and listening during this past year has been a new
adventure. | have encountered many dedicated persons in our
denomination. However, | have heard some of these same
persons lament the lack of commitment and outreach in their
local faith community.
Therefore, I'm going to challenge us to a new level of
discipline and commitment. Part of the discipline will be to
read a chapter a day in the New Testament. Secondly, pray
daily for an individual who needs to know Christ as Lord and
Savior. | would also encourage you to join a “cell group” in
your congregation to pray with on a regular basis. I'm
proposing, TOGETHER: EXERCISE DAILY IN GOD,”
as the theme for the 2006 Annual Conference, using 1 Timothy
4:6-8 as the primary text. The actual wording “exercise daily
in God” comes from The Message. “Together” comes from the
focus on the denominations "conversation on being the
church” beginning this year.
