Through the years, Roanoke area Churches of the Brethren have found 
many ways to help those in need. One Special project that has bene-
fited many persons here and abroad is the World Hunger Auction, W. 
W. Naff, Jr. Memorial. This auction, held yearly every second Satur-
day in August, was featured in the Summer 1996 Together Magazine. 
The first auction, in 1984, was planned by Antioch Church and raised 
$10,201. After this first auction, other area Churches of the Brethren 
were invited to join in planning the annual event. At the present time, 
there are eight other churches involved, including Bethany, Bethlehem, 
Boones Mill, Brick, Cedar Bluff, Monte Vista, Ninth Street and Oak 
Grove.  
Other events have become a part of the project each year. The hunger 
walk, golf tournament, and bike ride involve pledges or donations. 
Many participants and sponsors have contributed to the success of the 
fundraising.  
The Mustard Seed project has also been a part of the auction in recent 
years. For the Mustard Seed, $20 bills are given out to those who ac-
cept the challenge to find projects to make that money grow, bringing 
it back to the auction at the end of the year. 
Over a period of 21 years, over $750,000 has been raised to help those 
in need. Most of this money has gone to Heifer Project International, 
with smaller amounts going to the Global Food Crisis Fund, to areas of 
need in the United States, and to local food pantries such as the RAM 
House and other Roanoke area ministries.

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Reflections on NYC by Marsha Sink 
 Many folks will be able to relate to what I am sharing here 
because National Youth Conference is a special memory for so 
many. Some experiences in life are so awesome that they can’t be 
summed up in just a few words. National Youth Conference is just 
such an experience. My NYC experience was special for many rea-
sons. 
 I was baptized on August 6, 1989 just a few short weeks 
after a mountain top experience at Camp Bethel. One year later, I 
found myself on the mountain top once again. It was the closing 
worship of NYC on August 5, 1990. I was a rising junior in high 
school. There were thousands of young people gathered as we sang 
hymns and worshipped God with raised hands. The entire week had 
been awesome and it was all coming to a close as we waited to be 
anointed with oil and sent out, Challenged:Committed for Life, as 
was our theme for that year. I remember that the young man who 
anointed me could not have been much older than me. It was at that 
point that I realized that we as young people were called to be the 
future of our church. I was challenged and I could hardly wait to 
come home and share everything that I had experienced. I quickly 
discovered that the only way to truly understand something as pow-
erful as what had taken place in the Colorado mountains is to en-
courage others to experience it for themselves. 
 So, when our NYC participants return home in a few weeks, 
set aside some time to listen to their stories. Yes, some will be hu-
morous, after spending a week on a bus with me I am sure some of 
my traveling companions indeed thought that I really should be 
committed for life. But, many powerful and heartwarming stories 
will return with the young people. There will be results from this 
gathering which will be felt and shared for years to come. Pray for 
the youth as they share and grow from their NYC experience.
