Summertime is a time of travel and renewal and for many
that includes being elsewhere than Antioch on a summer morn-
ing. I've had my chance too. One Sunday, | attended a church
doing something different for worship and | watched TV for my
Sunday School-like learning. The church | was visiting, wasn’t
holding Sunday School that morning. That church gave me an
idea or two to bring back home. One TV program talked about
the impact of Atheism and the response of the church. Another
noted the number of Moslems in the US, and how that is impact-
ing our society. Both gave me something to think about.

Why not just skip church. First, because our God is wor-
thy of my worship. | need to weekly touch base with the One we
worship with others. It's a good habit as one translation puts it.
That weekly rhythm of being with others, and some weeks you
connect better than others, but the habit is good. First off, be-
cause it is not about you, and whether worship feeds you, it is
about God. And if you don’t have a rhythm of being with God
and God’s people, you can’t connect on both high moments and
the low ones.

And secondly we do meet as well as worship. We touch
base with other followers of Jesus who can inspire us, or who
may need our care and inspiration. We need the gift of commu-
nity as well as holiness. | need to know that | face life with oth-
ers. Some | know well and others for whom that knowledge is
yet to come.

Thirdly, we study learn and grow on a Sunday morning.
Often that happens in Sunday School, but it can happen in mid-
week study. We love the Lord our God with our minds as well as
our hearts. Studying the scriptures together, applying them to our
life helps us grow.
