Witness Commission News  
 
             The Witness Commission was presented with the challenge 
of improving our sign in procedure during worship time and the visi-
tation and follow up of both members and visitors.  The Witness 
Commission has worked for several months to upgrade, revise 
and improve the current fellowship attendance pads but needs 
your help to make the pads successful.  Sometime in early April 
we will have a presentation during worship about the use of the pads 
and how they can enhance our church fellowship. The purpose of 
these pads is to get accurate information from visitors who might be 
present and give persons on that pew a chance to welcome them by 
name. This information will then be given to a visitation team and 
the pastor who can do a follow up visit.  They will also serve as an 
accurate accounting of persons present so that timely contacts could 
be made in cases of extended absences.  It is our desire that all in our 
fellowship feel loved and cared for. This is an enormous undertaking 
for one person (the pastor) to assume.  With the help of all in the 
congregation signing the pads, we feel we can do a better job at 
meeting folks needs.  
              In addition to the fellowship pad sign in there will also 
be a new confidential Pastoral Care and Information Card 
where you can list prayer concerns, those in the hospital or those 
needing a visit.  This will assist Pastor Tom and help him in min-
istering to our needs.  Often times we may desire a visit or know of 
someone in the hospital or someone who wants a visit but this infor-
mation is not directly  communicated to him and needs may not be 
met as a result. Since in the Church of the Brethren we are all con-
sidered ministers, we hope this new approach will make a positive 
difference both in meeting the needs of visitors and keeping up with 
the needs of long time members and attendees.  Please do your part 
each week by signing the fellowship pad and sharing your pastoral 
care concerns or those you may have heard about in this new written 
format.
